John 14:23-24 - 23 Jesus answered and said to him, "If anyone loves Me, he 
will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him 
and make Our home with him.   
 
24 He who does not love Me does not keep My words; and the word which 
you hear is not Mine but the Father's who sent Me.   
 
 
John 14:30-31 
30 I will no longer talk much with you, for the ruler of this world is 
coming, and he has nothing in Me.   
 
31 But that the world may know that I love the Father, and as the 
Father gave Me commandment, so I do. Arise, let us go from here.   
 
John 15:9-13 
9 As the Father loved Me, I also have loved you; abide in My love.   
 
10 If you keep My commandments, you will abide in My love, just 
as I have kept My Father's commandments and abide in His love.   
 
11 "These things I have spoken to you, that My joy may remain in 
you, and that your joy may be full.   
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12 This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have 
loved you.   
 
13 Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one's life for 
his friends.  NKJV 
 
Personification of Love: 
 
“…If anyone loves Me” 
    If you want to know what love looks like, look at Jesus. 

Matt. 11:29, (“…learn from Me….”) 
1 Pet. 2:21, (“…you should follow His steps.”) 
1 John 2:6, (“…walk just as He walked.”) 
  

When we look at Jesus we will see Him as the men in the Bible: 
Isaiah said, “Woe is me, for I am ruined!  Because I am a man of 
unclean lips, and I live among a people of unclean lips; for my 
eyes have seen the King, the Lord of hosts” (Isa. 6:5). 
 
John said, “These tings Isaiah said when he saw His glory and 
spoke of Him,” (John 12:41). 
 
Peter said, “…Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord!” 
(Luke 5:8)

“He will keep my word” 
 



Paul says that “the love of Christ…surpasses knowledge” (Eph. 
3:19). 
 Jesus loved the Father, “But that the world may know that I love the 
Father, and as the Father gave Me commandment, so I do….” (John 14:31). 
In time of temptation, Jesus used the Scriptures (Matt. 4:4, 7, 10). 
Christ loved men in general: 

a. His disciples, John 13:1. 
b. His own, Rev. 1:5 
c. The lost, John 10:11; 15:13; Rom 5:8 
d. “A friend of tax-collectors and sinners” Matt. 11:19 
e. The rich young ruler, Mark 10:21 
 

Preservation of Love: 
“My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home 
with him.”   

 The Child of God is secure in Christ. 
 Jesus said, “…They shall never perish” (John 10:28). 
 God’s Love is Everlasting. 

 
Rom 8:31-39 
31  What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who 
can be against us?  
 
32 He who did not spare His own Son, but delivered Him up for us 
all, how shall He not with Him also freely give us all things?  
 
33 Who shall bring a charge against God's elect? It is God who 
justifies.  
 
34 Who is he who condemns? It is Christ who died, and 
furthermore is also risen, who is even at the right hand of God, 
who also makes intercession for us.  
 



35 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, 
or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or 
sword?  
 
36 As it is written: "For Your sake we are killed all day long; We 
are accounted as sheep for the slaughter."    
 
37 Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through 
Him who loved us.  
 
38 For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor 
principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come,  
 
39 nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able 
to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our 
Lord.  - NKJV 
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
